1.2. Translation into English

With regard to the Habitats Directive, the Natura 2000 network comprises 265 sites (pSCls, SCls and SACs). The national
list of sites has recently been updated with the inclusion of new sites and the enlargement of existing ones (Joint
Ministerial Decision 50743, Official Journal 4432/B/2017). With this update, the marine part of the network has
considerably increased in the country. By Law 3937/2011, the Natura 2000 sites have been integrated in the national
system of protected areas, as Special Areas of Conservation and Special Protection Areas. In total, 239 areas have been
designated as SACs by this law. General regulations aiming to protect and conserve the N2K network have been set in the
same act (art. 8 of Law 3937/2011). Moreover, driving vehicles off the road is prohibited in areas that host priority habitat
types, or are considered as ecologically vulnerable (e.g. seasonal wetlands, sand dunes, streams, pastures, forests) (art.
13, par. 4 of Law no 3937/2011). Priority habitats are safeguarded from installations of renewable resources, i.e. wind
farms, solar panels, small dams etc. according to the respective spatial planning instrument (Decision no 49828, Official
Journal 2464/B/2008) and from industrial infrastructure, including extraction (Decision no 11508, Official Journal
151/2009). Especially with regard to Posidonia beds within N2K sites, fish trawling is prohibited (Ministerial Decision no
167378, Official Journal 241/D/2007, Ministerial Decision no 2886/142447, Official Journal 105/D/2019). Pisciculture is
also prohibited over Posidonia beds within N2K sites (Law no 3937/2011). Moreover, the Coast Guard of the Ministry of
Mercantile Marine patrols the marine area against illegal activities and addresses potential pollution incidents, for which
there are contingency plans and equipment available. Around ~900 km2 of SACs are legally protected by forest legislation
(National Forests, Aesthetic Forests, Wildlife Refuges, Protected Monuments). Moreover, small wetlands are benefited
from Presidential Decree no 229/2012 and Law 142/2018 (article 58). Management Authorities (MA) for all N2K sites are
in place (with the exception of The Holy Mountain — Agio Oros, due to its special administrative status), according to
recent legislation (Law 4519, Official Journal 25/A/2018). In particular, by this law a) the area of jurisdiction of already
operating 28 MA has considerably expanded and b) 8 new MA have been established. For N2K sites, conservation,
management and monitoring activities for habitats and species of the Habitat Directive are implemented, together with
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information and public awareness activities. Most of these activities, and for an extended period of time during the
reporting period, were co-funded by the European Fund for Regional Development and national funds. Similar actions
were financed by the Green Fund. Moreover, about 70 Life Nature and Biodiversity projects of around 100 million euros
have been or are being implemented during 2014 — 2020. Private funding is estimated around 0.5 million euros annually.
Management measures for N2K sites, in cases where the maintenance or improvement of the status of water is an
important factor in their protection, are defined in the approved River Basin Management Plans (1st review and update,
Ministerial Decisions published in 2017). Furthermore, the programmes of measures for the attainment or maintenance of
good environmental status of marine waters have also been approved (Ministerial Decision 142569, Official Journal
4728/B/2017). Therein, measures to protect marine biodiversity elements, also included in annexes to the Habitats
Directive, are defined (for Caretta caretta, Monachus monachus, etc). Forests and forested areas, including sclerophyllous
scrub, grasslands, temperate heath and scrub, are protected by forest legislation and are sustainably managed by Forest
Services, through the application of forest management plans. It is noted that during the reporting period, the
specifications of forest management plans have been modernized (Ministerial Decision no 166780/1619, Official Journal
1420/B/2018); among others, in the context of forestry objective setting, conservation objectives of protected areas are
taken into consideration. Provisions for sustainable forest management are included in Law 3208/2003 (Official Journal
303/A/2003, as it applies). Moreover, Forest Services apply each year a specific program to combat illegal loggings and to
address threats from fires, encroachments, land clearings, illegal hunting, etc. During the last years, the Forest Service
implements, through a LIFE project (http://forestlife.gr/en/), activities to build cooperation, develop skills and exchange
good practices for N2K forests in the country. Furthermore, in November 2018, the Ministry of Environment legislated the
National Forest Strategy (Ministerial Decision 170195/758, Official Journal 5351/B/2018). It contains, among others,
targets and priorities for action for forest biodiversity in general and for forest protected areas in particular. It is also
noted that during the reporting period, the improved cooperation between authorities, research institutes, NGOS and
other interest groups has led to the adoption of three Strategies, directly, or indirectly related to the objectives of the
Habitat Directive, i.e. a) the National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan (Ministerial Decision 40332, Official Journal
2383/B/2014), b) the National Strategy for Adaptation to Climate Change (2015, chapter 2.4. biodiversity and ecosystems,
http://www.ypeka.gr/LinkClick.aspx?fileticket=CoyXhegNBHQ%3D&tabid=232&language=el-GR in greek) and c) the above
mentioned National Forest Strategy. Several management and restoration activities have been also undertaken by other
actors, such as NGOs, institutes, public administration, universities. These have been benefited from EU funding such as
LIFE, INTERREG and EEA grants. Examples are the restoration of juniper forests (*9562) in Prespes, actions for the
improvement of the co-existence between humans and the brown bear (*), conservation actions for the monk seal (*) in
the Cyclades, etc.

Finally, great importance is attributed to the start of a new LIFE IP project 4 Natura “Integrated actions for the
conservation and management of Natura 2000 sites, species, habitats and ecosystems in Greece”, which is the first
integrated life project for Greece. It aims to implement a range of measures of the Priority Action Framework for the
period 2014-2020 for the Natura 2000 network. Its implementing period is 2018-2025 (www.edozoume.gr).

With regard to public awareness in biodiversity issues, it is noted that according to a nationwide survey that was
undertaken in the context of the LIFE IP project by the opinion poll company Marc, 91.1% of those asked, consider that
nature degradation and the extinction of animals and plants are a real threat; this percentage comes to 95% for ages 17-
24. Further, 2 in 3 Greeks responded that they have heard of the Natura 2000 network, altough, only 1 in 3 knows its
significance for nature protection in Greece (http://edozoume.gr/wp-content/uploads/2018/11/WWF-NATURA-2000-
FINAL.pdf in greek).

6. Measures taken to ensure coherence of the Natura 2000 Network (Art. 10)

In certain regions, legislation is in place to protect wetlads, inter alia as stepping stones for Natura 2000 sites. In particular,
a Presidential Decree is in place (no 229/2012), to protect and highlight the values of small island wetlands and also Law
4559/2018 (article 58) protects wetlands in the Attica region (15 wetlands). In total, 395 very small or larger wetlands are
protected from activities such as building, draining, filling up, excavations etc. The above instruments add up to existing
legislation (article 57 of Law 2639/1998), by which wildlife refuges are established. These refuges enhance the
connectivity of the Natura 2000 network, since certain activities that undermine the ability of habitats and species to
expand and migrate are prohibited, such as destruction of natural vegetation, inclusion in town planning, drainage etc.
